ST. BARTHOLOMEW’S AND THE LORD’S PRAYER

It has become a tradition at St. Bartholomew’s to offer extra study during Advent and Lent. Usually, the
study sessions are offered before the service begins on Sunday morning. But this year, the Lenten study has been
combined with the Wednesday noon Eucharist. Bea Knodel organized the study, finding speakers who were
willing to address a line (Yes, only a line!) of the Lord’s Prayer. The times, lines and speakers are:

“Our father who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name”

“thy kingdom come thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.”

“Give us this day our daily bread.”

“And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us.”
March 20 Ann Daley
“And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.”

The Lord’s Prayer is a central prayer in Christianity. On Easter Day 2007, Wikipedia estimated that over
two billion Catholic, Anglican, Protestant and Eastern Orthodox Christians celebrating Faster would read, recite,
ot sing the Lord’s Prayer in hundreds of languages around the globe! And, this estimate does not include the
millions of Christians outside these very traditional churches.

Martin Luther in his Preface to the Small Catechism lists the Lord’s Prayer, the Ten Commandments, and the
Apostles Creed as statements of faith that all Christians should be able to recite from memory, and to that end he
wrote the Swall Catechism to teach the priests how to teach the people.

The Lord’s Prayer appears in two places in the Bible. In the Gospel of Matthew 6: 9 — 13, it is part of the
Sermon on the Mount, and in the Gospel of Luke 11: 2 —4, it records Jesus being approached by "one of his
disciples" with a request to teach them "to pray as John taught his disciples." The prayer concludes with "deliver
us from evil" in Matthew, and with "lead us not into temptation" in Luke. The first three of the seven petitions
address God; the second four are prayers related to our human needs and concerns.

Most liturgical churches have adopted the form of the prayer used by Matthew. The Doxology, or modern
conclusion for the Lord’s Prayer -- "For thine is the kingdom, the power, and the glory for ever and ever" — comes
from an amended of transcript of Matthew. The people who were translating the King James Bible, assumed the
Greek manuscript of Matthew they possessed was original and therefore adopted the phrase into the Lord’s
Prayer. Later scholarship demonstrated that the manuscript was actually a late addition based on Eastern liturgical
tradition.

But all of this discussion about the history of The Lord’s Prayer does not begin to relate the challenge and
excitement of actually diving into a line — one line — and finding so much in those words. As a presenter, I went
from “this is all I get” to -- “Our Father, “heaven,” “hallowed” — there is so much to understand, and think about.
